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A quick and easy project painted on faux leather card holders I found in the dollar bin!  
 

Or use to embellish a handmade card holder! 
 

 Giving a store gift card? Make the holder part of the gift! 
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Supplies Needed: 
 
Small faux leather card holders from Target (approx. 4”w x 2 ½” h) were used in the project - (These were in 
my UFO pile for awhile – so you may have to substitute a similar surface)  
Rubbing Alcohol – to prep surface 
Acrylic Gesso 
Acrylic Paint * 
Deco Art Craft Twinkles – Silver (glitter paint) 
Delta Interior/Exterior Gloss Polyurethane 
Kiwi Clear Shoe Polish 
 
 
*Paint: The colors & brands of the paint I used to paint the designs are listed below.  I’ve included color 
swatches you can use to find a match in your paint stash or to mix colors yourself!  The design is small so you 
really do not need to purchase a particular color or brand – use what you have! 
 

Colors Used: 
 

Asphaltum DecoArt 
Bambi Brown Delta 

Black Delta 
Emperor’s Gold DecoArt 

Magnolia White Delta 

Raspberry Liquitex 

Shimmering Silver DecoArt – Gloss Enamel 

 
 
Brushes –  You only need a brushes to paint this design.   

 
  small flat for base coating (size 4 or 6)  
  small round for painting the elements (size 2, 4, 6 are good) 
  stylus or old brush for applying glitter paint 
  Whatever brush you prefer for floating – either a flat or angular shader 

 
 
Prepping the surface & transferring the design pattern 

  
  If using a similar surface use rubbing alcohol to wipe the area to be painted – let dry.  If you are painting 

a canvas or fabric holder – you can skip this step.  
  Prime the shopping bags with Acrylic Gesso, you may need 2 thin coats for even coverage.   
  The pattern was painted free-hand with the gesso on the card holders.  The bags are 3 sizes of rectangles 
– easy!  I also free-handed the lettering.  If you have any transfer tips for faux leather – I’d love to hear 
them!   
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Painting the Design  
 
Base Coat 
 
Use thin coats – you may need 2 or more for coverage.  Let dry between coats. 
 

  Zebra Bag - Magnolia White  
  Brown Bag – Bambi Brown 
  Pink Polka Dot Bag – Raspberry – the lighter area in the middle was done wet-on-wet with a touch of 

Magnolia White.  The handle is Black. 
 
 
Shading & Highlighting 
 

  Brown Bag – Lightly float Asphaltum around the bag, concentrating on the edges where the other 2 bags 
overlap & the bottom. 

  Pink Polka Dot Bag – A thin white highlight was added to the handle with Magnolia White. 
 
 

Details 
 

  Zebra Bag – Gold Oval label is painted with 9ƳǇŜǊƻǊΩǎ DƻƭŘ – when dry add a black squiggle. The stripes 
are Black. 

  Brown Bag – Glitter accent added with Silver Craft Twinkles – do this last! 
  Pink Polka Dot Bag – Label & Polka dots are Black. Add a white squiggle to the label when dry. 
  Lettering – use the Gloss Enamel Silver to paint the lettering with a small round brush. I added a black 

outline to the letters on the lighter surfaces to make them stand out more. 
 
 

 
Finishing  
 

  Using a stylus or old paint brush go around the outside edge of the card holders with Silver - Deco Art 
Craft Twinkles.  You want to tap, not brush on!  This will give the design a nice sparkly border.  Let dry 
before finishing. 

  Give the design area 2 coats of Delta’s Gloss Indoor/Outdoor Polyurethane to protect & give a high gloss 
to the design!  When dry – apply a thin layer of Kiwi Clear Shoe Polish – buff when dry.
